Allianz sells real estate portfolio for EUR 400 million to
PATRIZIA Immobilien AG with CMS support

Stuttgart — Allianz Real Estate Germany GmbH has sold a portfolio comprising nine office
and commercial properties to an institutional fund managed by PATRIZIA Immobilien AG.
The purchase price is more than EUR 400 million. The properties are located in Diisseldorf,
Frankfurt, Hamburg, Hanover, Munich and Stuttgart, with leasable space of between 2,800
and 38,000 sg m. The real estate portfolio includes the Sprinkenhof building in the
Kontorhaus district of Hamburg.

A team headed by lead partner Dr VVolker Zerr and lead counsel Dr Simon Marschke advised
Allianz on all real estate, corporate law and competition-related aspects of the sale. The
transaction took the form of a mixed asset and share deal. CMS Germany regularly advises
