CMS ADVISES DBAG ON SALE OF MCE AG

Deutsche Beteiligungs AG has sold its share in MCE Group to Bilfinger Berger AG. The total purchase price amounted to EUR 350 million. The international law firm CMS Reich-Rohrwig Hainz advised seller DBAG and has thus managed one of the largest Austrian M&A transactions of the current year.
On 6 October 2009, Bilfinger Berger AG purchased all stocks in the industrial services corporation MCE based in Linz, Austria, from Deutsche Beteiligungs AG (DBAG) and a private equity fund advised by DBAG for an overall sum of EUR 350 million. MCE Group employs 3,900 people in Austria and 6,500 worldwide. The takeover is yet to be cleared by the EU Commission concerning merger law. DBAG was advised on this transaction – which is among the largest ones in Austria this year – by a team of experts from the international law firm CMS Reich-Rohrwig Hainz headed by Peter Huber and Johannes Trenkwalder.
